BALCONY GUIDELINES

· Balconies are a common element, owned by the Association but because they are accessible to only 1 unit, they become a Limited Common Element.

· Homeowner is responsible to keep their balcony clean, neat and well maintained.

· Consideration for your neighbors while using your balcony is necessary and appreciated, including such nuisances as lights, sounds, odors and debris from your balcony, which impact the common elements or other residents. 

· Pets are not to be left unattended on a balcony.

· Satellite receiving devices may not be installed on a balcony without prior written approval from the Association.

· Railing planters need to hang inside the railing, not over the railing to the exterior.

· Railing planters should match the color of the railings they are hanging on.

· Porch/patio furniture and a grill are appropriate balcony furnishings.

· Storage of items on the balcony, such as boxes, bikes or anything that is not an appropriate balcony furnishing is prohibited.

· Charcoal burning grills are prohibited on the property and balcony.

· Use of a propane grill is acceptable, but only with a 1-2 pound gas container.  Any larger gas canister is prohibited by Fire Code, and is punishable by up to a $999 fine from the Fire Department.
