Determination of Quorum:  A quorum was present to conduct business.  There were four unit owners represented in person and two proxies.  A quorum is 25%, or 6 owners represented.

Approval of Minutes:  The minutes from the annual meeting held in November 2008 were approved as read.   

President’s Report:  President Ringler made a brief report to attending members.

· Recycling is going very well.  Another recycling tote will be ordered.  

· Shrubs in the lobby pots are looking okay but we can’t be sure they will make it through the winter due to lack of sunlight.

· Front building landscape will be considered next year as it currently gets an unkempt look.

· A notice will be distributed to residents that the moving policy is to park trucks in the alley and use the double doors for moving into and out of the building.  This will keep the moving damages to the building at a minimum.

· Gary requested manager to notify the snow removal contractor to use less ice melt and none on the front porch outside the gates on the sides.

· Tuck point will be completed in 2010, per the reserve analysis and observation.  

· The financial condition of the Association was reviewed.

New Business:

· Gary Ringler, Kristen Brown and Rose Meyler were elected by acclamation to serve one-year terms. 

· As there were no votes to reject the previously Board approved 2010 budget, the budget was ratified with a $5 per unit per month increase.

· Rose Meyler suggested checking solar power for the common areas in the future.
