Minutes:  Minutes from the November 8, 2007 meeting were approved as read.

Financials:  At the end of March 2008, the operating account balance was $1,981.60 and the reserves account balance was $17,271.02.  There was no delinquency.  The Association is under budget on expenditures year to date.  The financials were approved for audit. The Board requested information by email on the account of #206.

Manager Report and Communications:  The manager’s action item list was reviewed.  There were no communications for the month to review.

Unfinished Business:

· A review of the doors that need to be painted in 2008 resulted in the decision to have all blue doors painted, including the exterior walk out doors, and all elevator and common area doors painted on both sides where necessary to cover the spots that appear to have been touched up by an unknown person with the wrong paint.  The vent stacks on the roof should be primed and repainted.

New Business:

· The Board would like the two bikes removed from the area by the north stairwell in the garage as they do not appear to belong to any resident.

· After review of a proposal to wash all exterior windows by King Kong Building Services for $545 per cleaning, the Board decided to accept this proposal for the work to be done the end of May.

· The Board reviewed a proposal from A Cut Above to remove the cobblestone and soil in the front landscape between the street and sidewalk and replace with pavers to match the brick of the building.  Without adding trees, the cost would be $9,271.  With addition of two trees, the cost would be $9,990.  The Board would like to meet with Mark Payne to review the options and understand the pattern of the brick.  

· The Board was presented with a proposal for tuck-point repairs.  A second proposal will be coming in and the Board can then determine the next step for tuck-point repairs.

· The next meeting will be July 10, 2008.

Adjournment:  There being nothing further brought before the Board, the meeting was adjourned at 7:27 PM.
