Minutes:  The minutes from the November 2009 board meeting were approved as submitted.

Financials:  At the end of December 2009, the operating account balance was deficient by $5,073.77.  The reserve money market account balance was $25,861.59.  Delinquency was at $3,022.80.  Financials were approved for audit.  

Manager’s Report:  The action item list and communications were reviewed and are included with the meeting minutes.

Unfinished Business:  There was no unfinished business to discuss.
New Business:

· After review of the proposed services from Swingle Tree Co. for 2010 at the property, the Board approved the service providing fertilization to the two new front trees for $67.45.  Todd Heppler will provide the weed control spraying in the rock beds.  Other tree services were noted by Swingle and will be taken under consideration at a later meeting.

· Projects discussed for consideration in 2010 were as follows:

· Tuck point will be completed this year as a safety precaution and to preserve the building façade.

· Rose will make a list of items that need to be painted this year for the next meeting and we will get bids.

· The floor surface application needs to be repaired on the front steps.  And we will get information on sealing the applied surface coating.  Stains reported in front of #307 and on first floor.  Will check on warranty.

· Immediate projects:

· Get white stuff removed from the front step wall along the sidewalk.

· Check to see if elevator cab has two lights as it is dark in there and only one light is working.

· Noted that the garage exhaust fan in the SW corner of the garage has a broken belt and needs repaired.

· Have garage heaters checked.

· Landscape improvements were discussed.  Currently Mark Payne cleans up the landscape monthly during the summer and if called in between services.  Rose would like to know when he has been there so she can monitor.  The Board decided not to make any changes to the landscape at this time. 

· Nothing will be scheduled to change on the north and south sides of the buildings.

· It was noted that the stucco in the breezeways is cracking and will need attention very soon.

· The Board will look around the building before the next meeting at some of these things for review at the next meeting.

· The next meeting will be March 18th at 6:00 PM at Las Margaritas.
