Testing of the smoke detector is done by pushing the green button on the device.  A good time to remember to do the testing is to do so when time “springs forward” and “falls back”.  Smoke detectors are hard wired to each other within a unit.  Batteries are backup for emergency power outage.  BE SAFE, TEST DETECTOR REGULARLY!
